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Talking Points 

1. I want to tell you about a valuable resource that you can use to engage your faith community in the national conversation around health care reform.  This resource was designed by a collaborative interfaith group. It is a four-part adult education series that enables ordinary people to contribute a faith voice to the health reform movement.
2. This series is called Vision and Voice: Faithful Citizens and Health Care.
a. It offers a flexible design that allows each of the sessions to be tailored from one to two hours in length.
b. The sessions are innovative and interactive, leading the participants to come up with a shared moral vision for our health care future.
c. Participants engage in practical exercises that help them make the moral case for health reform.
d. And participants are led to a deeper understanding of the role of faith communities in social change.
3. Two new video resources have been produced to support the content of these sessions:

a. One features eight faith leaders reflecting on the moral teachings from their respective traditions.

b. The other highlights the role of the faith community in public conscience work that leads to social change.

4. Faith communities that use these materials will find their members excited about the opportunity to help shape the national movement for a more just health care system.
